In the beginning of the chapter, it 
describe that Zechariah had a visions 
of the golden lampstand with a bowl of 
seven lamps on it. Seven lips on each 
of the lamps that are on its top. And 
there are two olive trees by it, one on 
the right of the bowl and the other on 
its left. Zechariah did not know what 
these image were, until he question 
about it. After receiving the answer 
what those image are or what it mean, 
he now understood what it is. It a 
message from to Zerubbabel.
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What Does It Mean?

Until after half of verse 10, it said that 
the “seven” (as seven lamps with seven 
lips) are the “eyes of            ” which are 
ranging throughout the whole earth.

According to the rest of the book, the two anointed 
ones turn out to be the crown of the high priest, 
Joshua, the son of Jehozadak. 

And the other is Zerubbabel which already 
recognize in chapter four. Because             called 
on him to finish building the temple.

Zerubbabel and Joshua “arose and commenced to build the 
Temple of in ZION. And the prophets of were with them and 
assisted them” (Ezra 5:2).
