If you do not live in Georgia (or your time zone state) and do not have anyone

10:35), and even their herds and
flocks (Deut. 15:19).

Dawn hour is the beginning of the 24 daylight
hours. We are not to get confused with the New
Moon setting at near sundown evening as the
beginning of the new day. New day is always the
time we wake up as the dawn of the sun light up.

Once again, we are not to get confused with the setting of the New Moon

at near sundown evening for the beginning of the 24-hours day one. NO
NO...

Or about the Yom Kippur—the "day" of atonement— from evening to
evening. NO NO...

Or the pattern established during creation in Genesis, from darkness before
light evening to morning day one (Genesis 1:2-3). NO NO...

Or the gates were being shut before evening (dark) to prevent the Sabbath
from having people defiled via the merchants’ buying and selling. All these
ideal doctrine are totally mix-up twit wrong. NO NO...



The reason the Sacrifice of Peace Offering
mstruction was at sundown evening was becanse
of how the New WMoon always at the setting
near sundown horizon, It is a servicing time +o
pertorm the Sacrifice of Peace Offering at that
hour. This isn’t the beginivg of the 24 hours
day, since the New Woow is not the sun that rule
the 24 hours “DAY” anywav.




Other reason to understand why DAWN of the MORNING is the

beginning of the 24 hours DAY is explaining in Exodus 16:15-26.
Verse 19-21 is about gathering the MANNA, Yisraelites were to

gathered it morning by morning. Verse 23 said:

T omorrow is a Shabbat rest, a holg Shabbat to ?ﬁ'z\’V Bake whatever
you would bake, and boil what you would boil. Store up for goursc[ves
cvergthing that remains, to be cht until the morning.”




Just as other passage scripture nstructed
Visraelites to eat ALL the (leftover) Sacrifice of
Peace Oftering MEAT before the wmorning hour?

This is becanse morning is another day.




The Day of Atovement at the other havd, have vothing to do
with the New WMoon settivg at sundown evening (PUSK). Tf
we read the passage scripture very carefully in Leviticus
2.2:27-32, hopefully reader will notice. Notice how the dth
day mentioned about the “EVENING” while the 10th day of
the #th mouth did vot...why is that? T+ is because the Ath
doy already took care of the first evening timing of the hour
to the next day (10th) last evening hour. From ath day
(which is not the Day of Atonement) eveuing to the next day
(10th) eveving is the Day of Atonement.



Once again... Why is that? Tt is becanse want us +o
afflict our souls: to fast before the vext day, which is
the Day of Atonement. No food are to eat before
sundown (dusk) of the ath day, v order +o have our
stomach empty for the following vext day. Until the ewd
of evening of the 10th day, we thav are allowed +o eat,
Similar like a surgeon will instruct us +o avold food and
water for up to 12 hours betore surgery. Fasting
before suroery helps prevent complications.



Let a0 back to Genesis chapter ove, verse five where it said, “There came to
ve evening and there came +o be morning, the first day”

Tw this passage verse, we must read it carefully and understand how this ancient
miderstandivg set of mind explained to ns. We can NOT antomatically take as
conclusion that the “BVENING" is, therefore, the begining of the day, just becanse
it mentioned first in the scripture. Here what it should of been clearly understood.

From the end of the evening hours to the hour before the daww/suvrise morving
hours, this is the last 12 hours of the night. Becanse the first 12 hours daylight was
during the time A% 4% was creativg the world from +the morving hour to the end of
the evenivg hour. Then there was evening end and there was comivgy worning. That
what wmake 12 plus 12 = 24 hours, Just like we work durivg the davlight hour, but
the vight hour we do vothivg but sleeping in bed.



The vext part to talk about is the gates. The gates of
Jerusalem had +o shut before evening (it was getting dark).
Becanse ancient Yisraelites know the best timing way o get
ready for the next following day. That vext following day was the
Sabbatical appointed time, whether i+ the #th day Sabbath,
Sacrifice of Peace Otfering Pay, DPay of Trumpets, or Festival of
Harvest Day. People during that hour before i+ was getting
dark, were completely their business work for the day. They also
wawnted to get everything set and ready for the following vext
dov. So that they can rest and sleep for the rest of the night,



This way, they won't have to worry about the rest of the
night. This is why the gate were kept shut also during
the sabbatical hour of the day. To prevent from any kind
of people to enter, so they wow't be able to wmerchants’
business buying and selling people in Jerusalem (Nehemiah
1214). This is how people misunderstood this part, when
they thivk the end of evening sundown dusk is the
beginning of Shabbat rest. Becanse they thought +he
beginning of rest start at vight betore they go to sleep.



If you begin to believe and want to follow and join §%&¢ s
appointed day of the Sacrifice of Peace Offering...

You must be fully physical transform from non-foreign person to
Yisraelites, show your willingness to follow and obey %{&¥"s way
as every Yisraelites did. To have your circumcision’'s name on the
covenant of #f¥’ before eating the Sacrifice of Peace Offering
meal.

Get ready.... By removing and cleaning out all of the leavened
bread leftover before the 14" day of the 1t Month (Abib or AVIV)
of the year.

Remove all dough with yeast from your houses, UNLEAVENED
BREAD is what you can eat for seven day.
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
